I Headache, but mandatory since 2009

I Electronically submitted Passenger Manifests
required for all entering and departing USA

I eAPIS web-site: https://eapis.cbp.dhs.gov/

I Sign-up early:
AFirst time on-line can be rough, lots of info required
AUp to 2 weeks to activate account

APilot, crew and aircraft information kept

APassenger and trip-specific information must be
entered for each trip

I Submit manifest minimum 1 hour before flight
AManifest receipt by e-mail
AWithin 30 minutes, e-mailed permission to fly
APrint and carry the Manifest, Confirmation and
Permission to Fly e-mails
I Recommendations:

ASubmit arrival and departure manifests early

I Can submit multiple manifests, days or weeks in
advance

ACall local CBP office for ETA changes or questions
